Snacks

throughout the afternoon. Children who are at the Club after 5pm are offered a light
snack.

During Holiday Club the children are offered two snacks a day, one at 10am and
another one at 3pm. Children need to bring in a packed lunch which they have at
approx 12pm.

Bookings

club during the school holidays, there is a booking form available on the website or
for collection from the School Office/ Kids Club. If you have to cancel any bookings
please inform a member of staff immediately. If for any reason you no longer need
the facilities of Kids Club please inform a member of staff (so that we know your child
has gone home safely). If less than 24 hours notice is given a cancellation fee will

apply.
